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Up & Atom Breakfast Speaker Series 
We host approximately 7 Up & Atoms in a year. Attendance is $20/person, or companies can 

purchase a table for 8 people for $160. The speakers and dates of these events we try to set at 

least three months in advance.  

 

There is also an opportunity for a company to sponsor an entire Up & Atom for $600 where we 

work with you to find a topic that would be of interest to our membership and a speaker from 

your organization who would give the talk. The sponsor can also distribute promotional material. 

These must be planned well in advance and are coordinated by our Executive Director.

New for 2025, the membership appreciation and annual report event will be an Up & Atom 

breakfast instead of a members’ mixer. This breakfast will be free to all members with a current 

CNTA individual membership.
